The critical paper assignment provides students with an opportunity to develop and present a reasoned argument with respect of one or several readings assigned for a particular class session.  The following guideline might be helpful for writing the paper:
· You are expected to develop a clear, original and consistent argument with respect to one, several, or all readings assigned for a particular topic. 
· It is important not to place your most important ideas at the end of the essay or in the middle of long paragraphs. The reader should get a clear sense of what the paper is about overall.  

· The argument should be well substantiated with logical reasoning, reference to the text, analysis of the various methods used by the authors, considerations of strengths and weakness of the materials discussed, supporting material, counter-arguments, counter-factuals, etc. It is up to the student to select the optimal combination of critical analysis tools.
· Be sure to indicate which ideas are yours and which are largely characterization of the author(s) you are describing.  Avoid long summaries of the author(s) argument as those would detract both space and attention from the argument you are developing. 
· We also expect that the essays will be well organized, with effective title, clear sentences and paragraphs, as well as adequate linkage between paragraphs. Proofreading for spelling and grammatical mistakes is important for the quality of the paper.
