Isabe\le Schulte-Tenckhoff was a faculty member from 2003
to 2018, and took on various administrative responsibilities,
notably with regard to the doctoral programmes (2008-2011)
and as the Chair of the Department of Anthropology and
Sociology (2011-2012). Before joining the Graduate Institute,
she taught and undertook research in Canada, France,
and the United States, and carried out projects in the field
of indigenous and minority rights, especially within the UN
system. Since her retirement in 2018, she is Adjunct Professor
in the Department of Anthropology, McGill University,
Montreal. Beyond more classic aspects of economic and
legal anthropology in particular, her research interests have
focused on ‘other’ conceptualizations of sovereignty based
on a decentred approach to the history of relations among
peoples, and how these may contribute to a re-configuration
of the current debate over indigenous rights at all levels.
